Class Information: All classes are NRHA approved except for Green Rider I, Green Rider, Green Horse, Ladies and
Mens. All classes will be run following NRHA rules. In Green Rider/Horse, Ladies and Mens classes exhibitors may
ride two handed and use any approved bit. (Rider cannot change method, one-handed vs. two-handed during the
pattern.)

Classes grouped fogether are run concurrent - one judge's fee is charged in concurrent classes.

Green Rider I - NRHA Pattern 11 will be used. The rider will not be required to change leads but will come to a
complete stop and change directions. The rider will also be required to only complete 2 spins. Changing leads or
doing more than 2 and or 2 1/4 spins will result in a score of 0. Rider can have never won a year-end award or money
or more that 5 points in a reining class to be eligible to compete in this class.

Green as Grass Rider is for the rider who has not won more than $100 or 10 points in reining at the start of the
show season.

Green as Grass Horse is for the horse that has not won more than $100 or 10 points in reining at the start of the
show season.

Green Rider Incentive Award: New for 2008 Show Season - The Green Rider Incentive Award has been
implemented to recognize and reward MRHA Green Riders for their hard work and determination in mastering the
sport of Reining. A traveling bronze trophy titled, "Whistle Stop”, has been donated by the Lauth Family of Eyota,
MN to be awarded to the MRHA Hi-Point Green Rider each year. See MRHA website for incentive award details.

Show Retainage: Show committee will retain 50% of the entries on all classes.

Schedule of Class Closings: Green Rider I will close at 8:00pm the morning of the show. The draw for Green
Rider I will be posted by 8:30am. All other entries close at the start of the preceding class.

NRHA Memberships & Licenses: All horses must be licensed through the NRHA, and riders and owners must be
current members of the NRHA except for the following classes: Ladies, Mens & Green classes. Membership
applications are available at the show. New Non-Pro Applications cannot be accepted at the show.

Stalls/Tack Stalls: All stalls are $50 for the weekend, $30 per day or $15 per day for a tie out. Horses may
arrive after noon on Friday. May 2". No outside shavings are permitted - stalls must have at least one bag of
shavings - shavings are purchased through Midway Expo. Stall reservations are requested!! Please call Gwyn
Haskins at 314.795.5543 for stall & shaving reservations.

Information on Midway Exposition Center: The Midway Expo Center is located at Exit #121 on I-70 just west of
Columbia, MO, approximately 130 miles from both St. Louis and Kansas City.
