6) 5 second penalty for each 
penalty for knocking down each pole. 7) All dogs must be on a leash at all times. 8) Request a tack change one class p
on tack change. 9) Judges decisions are final. 10) High point trophy must show 4 out of 6 shows to be eligible.  11) Ab
show ring will not be tolerated.
