4)  Hitting in front of the saddles is a 
disqualification.  5)  Participant numbers must be visible to the judge(s) and/or timer(s)—failure to do so may result in 
disqualification for that class.  6)  Tack changes must be requested at least one class prior to class.  Only 3 minutes will be 
allowed for a tack change.  7)  Proper attire is required for riders/exhibitors for all classes.  Boots and jeans/breeches are 
required in all classes.  NO SHORTS!!!  8)  All horses and riders/exhibitors should be ready to enter the ring when their 
class/name is called.  9)  The decisions of the judge(s) are final.  10)  Class changes and/or additions must be made at least 
two classes before that class.  11)  No refund for scratches in any class.  12)  All dogs must be on a leash at all times.       13)  
Special rules for individual classes can be found in the show program.  14)  Abusive behavior in or out of the ring will not 
be tolerated!!!  Violators will be asked to leave the grounds immediately.
