3 entry minimum per
class to qualify for year end awards, don’t have to be a member. ALL gaited horse open frog-NO Pads and no action devices. All gaited classes are Walk &
Favorite Gait, Optional Tack. Gaited Mules allowed in gaited classes. No leading allowed in PEE WEE BARRELS. PEE WEE participants are not allowed in
other speed classes with exception to Training Barrels. Protests or complaints: must fill out a form and pay $25, Committee will review.

MWHSA & its officers reserve the right to refuse entry to any entry found to be unsound or in violation of the Horse Protection Act.
All gaited horses are subject to inspection. NO BANDS ON ANY GAITED HORSE OR MULE.
