$10 /judge. All Weekend Horse (any combination of all 3 divisions): $75 /judge 

Cattle Charge: $20 per exhibitor per class. (except class #11) 
Non Member Fees: All Age: $10/class/judge   Amateur: $10/Class /judge   Youth: $5 /class/judge  Cattle Charge: $25 per exhibitor per class (except class #11) 
All Exhibitors: Office Fee: $10 per horse MoRHA, $6 per horse ARHA ,Stalls: $45/day or $55 for weekend ( shaving included) ;no tie-outs, all horses must be 
stalled. .  Call Christine Watts-Wright 636-462-3334 to reserve stalls. RV Hookups: $30 per day 
 
Horse’s registered name and ARHA number, as well as owner’s and exhibitor’s ARHA numbers must be legibly printed on entry forms. Entries not accepted without 
this information.  Current ARHA membership card must be presented at time of entry.   Owner and exhibitor addresses also required on entries. Exhibitor will be re- 

quired to pay for each class, shown in or not, unless a drop sheet is submitted at least two classes prior to showing of class.  **MoRHA classes (#14, #33, #39, #40) do 

not accrue ARHA points or club points toward MoRHA High Point. These classes open to all horses, ARHA registered or not. Must be a MoRHA member to be eligible 

for year-end club awards.   All youth classes are 18 and under. Negative Coggins required for all horses. Health certificates required for out of state horses. All dogs 

must be on a leash. Smoking allowed in outside designated areas only. Excessive use of alcohol will re-sult in dismissal from grounds.  MoRHA, ARHA, and the Na- 

tional Equestrian Center are NOT responsible for accidents or injuries to horses, exhibitors or spectators. Missouri Equine Liability statute in effect. Host Motel: Super 8
