Proper attire includes britches and hard
soled shoes. Polo shirts may be worn.

CONTINUOUS WARM-UP: These warm-up classes will be open throughout the entire
hunter show. A horse may be entered once in each section. An entry fee must be paid. Six
ribbons will be awarded at the end of the day.

CHAMPIONSHIPS AND RIBBONS: Six ribbons will be awarded in each class.
Championship and reserve ribbon will be awarded to the top two horses in each division.

STALLS: CALL (636.398.6868) FOR RESERVATIONS. Thursday thru

Sunday $85. One day only $40. Arrivals after 4pm will not be charged
for that day, but a minimum of 1 day will be charged for any stall used.
When blocks of stalls are reserved trainers need to identify who they are to be
billed to upon arrival. If tack stalls are to be split a list needs to be presented
to the office detailing to whom and how much. If such a list is not presented
the person ordering the tack stall will be held responsible for the entire
amount. All horses without stalls must pay a $25 per day grounds fee. Any
one in unassigned stalls may be asked to move and pay a $25 clean up charge.
CHECK WITH THE MANAGEMENT FOR ASSIGNED STALLS.

SHAVINGS: CALL 636.561.8080. Initial bedding is not included.
All shavings orders and payments will be handled at the concessions
window and no deliveries after Spm. arw suavings must BE
PURCHASED THRU THE NEC. NO SHAVINGS MAY BE BROUGHT INTO THE PREMISES PER
NEC RULES, a minimum of 2 per horse is mandatory. Anyone bringing in own shavings
or straw will be charged $25 per stall clean up fees.
